The West Toronto Initiative for Solar Energy 2007 Report --  WISE is a community-led renewable energy project to organize the bulk purchase of Solar Photovoltaic (PV) and Solar Hot Water (SHW) systems by residents of West Toronto. As of Dec/07 we have 46 systems installed and another 40 scheduled for installation as soon as the weather permits in spring/08. The project demystifies solar technology, simplifies product research and the purchase decision, creating the opportunity for participants to decrease their personal environmental footprint while contributing to reducing greenhouse gas emissions in Toronto. 





Success to Date – We converted our original: 375+ email contact list, into 162 requests for site evaluations.  The home assessments generated 86 system purchases (26 PV and 60 SHW) as of Dec 1/07. WISE Project Participants have committed to invest more than $160,000 for SHW systems and $570,000 for PV systems to date.
